I contemplated
my renewed relationship with God. 1 prayed for breast cancer victims and their fami-
lies. I thanked God for the opportunity to raise money for those families and for guid-
ing me safely throughowt my 2,174 mile odyssey. I thought about my conversation
with Cheryl as she lay dyving. Cheryl was afraid that people would forget about her

I promised her that 1 would NEVER allow that to happen. From Georgia to Maine,
Cheryls memory lives on! There will be fomget-me-nots growing wildly all along the
AT! And when the forget-me-not seeds miraculously bloom on mighty Mt Katahein,
